.22 gauges.

When uncased, all rifles must either have a breech flag /
barrel cord inserted or the bolt/action removed until the
command to commence fire is given by the CRO

Air rifles must not exceed 12 ft.lb - if in doubt, arrive
early and have your rifle checked by a Bideford TSC
official.

NSRA rules and regulations will apply except as below:
« Ties will be decided firstly on countback, and then on
number of x’s

Scores may be challenged, on payment of the challenge
fee of £2, returnable if upheld.

Challenges and any disputes will be considered by 3
members of the Range Committee, whose names will be
displayed on the range, and decisions reached by them
will be final.

The Range Committee also reserves the right to re-
classify any competitor whose performance unreasonably
exceeds his submitted average.
